Our baby hammocks were originally designed to hang from a ceiling,

but by including door clamp and stand, the Deluxe Pack gives you all the options.
You can fix your hammock to the ceiling where suitable, perhaps in the parents
bedroom for night sleeps, then use the stand around the home for daytime sleeping.
This makes it easy to keep baby close by at all times. The door clamp makes a great
temporary option, like at grandmas or when visiting friends so baby doesn’t miss
their afternoon nap.

The 4-legged stand is the safest and stablest of all the designs we considered.

We like that the base of the hammock is not o close to the floor, but low enough
for larger babies.

There are no dangerous bars at Hoor level and the design prevents the hammock
being swung or tipped over, the primary motion is bouncing up and down on the
spring.

[t can also be re-used for a baby bouncer or even a play hut with a little imagination.
The stand fits comtortably within a square meter of Hoor space and stands

188 centimeters high. It packs down to one metre long poles and weighs less than
7kgs, making it one of the most portable baby beds available.

1. Attach one end of the chain to the ceiling hook with one

karabiner.

Once this is done the snap hook on the spring should be the

lowest point and hanging at about eye level. &
You can use different numbers of links in the chain to achieve
different heights when required.

2. Ensure the stainless steel ring on the hammock is at the centre
top of the hammock and attach it to the snap-hook on the spring. %

3. You will find darts and cotron ties 40 centimeters down from
the ring on both sides of the hammock.
This is where the wooden beam sits and holds the hammock
open for use. To fit the wood, use both hands to tightly
gather and fold the fabric until it can be squeezed into the
notches of the wooden beam. Then use the cotton ties to
secure the wood and the fabric.
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Placing your baby in the hammock

1. Place your baby on their back in the center of the hammock

with their head slightly up towards the head guard. If you notice

a slightly dnwnhi]hilr in the hammock for some babies, this is due to their head
being proportionately heavier than their body for a time as they grow.

You can remedy this with a small towel folded under the mattress just to elevate
the head and chest a little.

This can be a particularly good position for babies prone to reflux.

2. A key feature of the hammock is that it makes babies feel held so you should not

be overly concerned with the way the mattress folds around your baby.
However, with very small babies a slightly firmer base may be preferred.

Once again a folded towel or blanket placed under the mattress for the first few
weeks will give extra support, just remember to return to using only a soft
mattress for larger and potentially active babies.

3. If the position of your baby appears slightly off centre you can adjust the
hammock at the top ring by 1 or 2 mm rather than trying to move your baby.

4. A soft sheet or blanket can be placed up to baby's shoulders and tucked into
the sides for extra warmth.

Alternative attachments:

*  Extra lengths of chain and attachments are available from the
manufacturer or distributors.

*  For concrete or steel ceiling or beam there are various fictings which
could be suitable such as a rawl plug, Excalibar coach-eye or similar
SCIEwW.

*  Exercise CAUTION here though, as these httings can be difhcult to
install and should only be fitted by a qualified building professional.

*  For safery, all actachments must have a working weight limit of at
least 75 kilograms.
